Pastor’s Corner – 
 
Dear Parishioners: 
 
We all know that, as a Church, we’re in a mess these 
days. Yes, we all know it, but some of us don’t want to 
admit it or think about it. Those of us who are older 
somehow think that we are being unfaithful to Holy 
Mother Church if we admit that things are not as they 
should be. We grew up with a sense of the holiness of 
the Church. The sinfulness and imperfection of the 
Church was never mentioned. We thought that it was a 
sign of unfaithfulness if we admitted that things were 
less than perfect. 
 
But when have things been perfect within an institution 
made up of imperfect beings? I know that there is a 
divine aspect to our Church, but there is also a human 
aspect. Today we celebrate both sides of our Catholic 
Church. Because the Church is human as well as divine, 
we will have leaders who are proud, stubborn, self-
seeking as well as leaders who are humble, open, 
unselfish and very loving. Why are we so surprised 
when we see weakness in those who are sent to serve 
us? And what is true of the shepherds is also true of the 
sheep. 
 
Jesus told us that the gates of hell would never prevail. 
Now that’s a promise that we have to hang onto. No 
matter how bad things might get, we have the assurance 
of Jesus Himself that the Church will not crumble 
around us, dry up or disappear. That’s just not going to 
happen. And that’s exactly why we have to nourish the 
virtue of perseverance. Here are some words from a 
homily given by Pope Benedict: “The Church is not 
holy by herself; in fact, she is made up of sinners – we 
all know this and it is plain for all to see. Rather, she is 
made holy ever anew by the Holy One of God, by the 
purifying love of Christ. God did not only speak 
but…He loves us to the point of the death of His own 
Son. (Solemnity of Sts. Peter and Paul, June 29, 2005)

(Part II) 

 
To recap last week: We talked about how by using the 7 
I’s approach, we meet the major challenge of involving 
our people in our mission and vision for the future. We 
talked about the first I being to Identify the people and 
processes that become key to developing the parish. 
 
The second I is Inform. As the faith community is 
working with the first stage, and once the key message 
of mission and vision is in place, informing parishioners 
is the next step in the development process. Letting the 
community know where the process is going and why 
we all need to be involved is very important. In this 
stage, we put together the key information, realizing 
that we will be changing and amending as the process 
continues. We publicize through the bulletin, as with 
this series of articles, through inserts, by 
announcements from the pulpit, and through materials, 
such as the very polished and professional brochure 
made available to all parishioners 3 weeks ago, that 
gave us the results of the parish survey.

LITURGY CORNER 
 
A charism is a special gift, a number of which have 
been integral to this Catholic Community since its 
founding.  The list begins. 
 
We are always a welcoming community.  This starts as 
we get out of our cars.  We do not walk to the church 
without introducing ourselves to anyone we may meet 
on the way but do not yet know.  Once inside and 
seated, we acknowledge those around us, welcoming 
them warmly, if they are visitors. 
 
It will be a while (October 26, to be exact), but we will 
be hearing these words from the Gospel of Matthew: 
"You shall love the Lord, your God . . . This is the 
greatest and the first commandment.  The second is like 
it: You shall love your neighbor as yourself." 
 
Veteran Catholics will remember going to Mass on 
Sunday morning and diligently abiding by that first 
commandment.  In fact, once inside the doors of the 
church, silence reigned.  Talking to others, even family 
and friends, was frowned upon.  The primary concern 
was the relationship between God and ourselves. 
 
For the last fifty years or so, that second of the two 
great commandments given to us by Jesus has received 
increased attention, as we consider that all of us have 
gathered to worship our God.  As the name of our parish 
states, we are the Catholic Community.  When we come 
to church, we are showing our love not only for God, 
but (as God has instructed us) for our neighbor as well. 
 
Hence, the great emphasis upon hospitality and 
friendliness.  The consistent goal of the parish, even 
since long before the St. Francis Xavier church building 
itself came into existence, has focused upon love of God 
and love of neighbor.  Everyone is part of the family.

BEYOND THE BOUNDARIES 
 

Affordable housing and healthcare 
remain the most important issues 
for low and middle income 
residents in the Baltimore 
metropolitan area. The cost of 
housing has doubled in the Metro 
area since 2000. The demolition 

of many homes in east and west Baltimore is a positive 
development in the long-run. However, in the short-run, 
it has left thousands scrambling for anew place to live. 
Further, the process has exacerbated the prices of homes 
and rents. Homes that were once affordable only 10 
years ago are now skyrocketing in price and are no 
longer affordable. Last Fall, the City of Baltimore 
passed an Inclusionary Housing Law. Regulations are 
now being finalized to implement this legislation, which 
charts a bold new course for housing policy in 
Baltimore City. For more information, visit 
www.archbalt.org/beyondtheboundaries.
