Pastor’s Corner – 

 
Dear Parishioners: 
 
In the First Letter of John we read that “fear is the 
enemy of love”. One will drive the other away. Too 
much fear will drive love out of our hearts. On the other 
hand, the person who gives his or her life over to love 
will gradually see that fear no longer rules their life. 
Most of us don’t want to live with an enemy inside of 
us. 
 
As believers, the answer to our problem of fear seems to 
lie in the fact that we are of great value to the God who 
creates us and loves us. We are of such great value, that 
God even knows how many hairs we have on the top of 
our heads. Well, it all seems pretty easy, doesn’t it? We 
just have to remember that God loves us and our fears 
will slip off into the clouds. True enough! But that’s 
exactly where the problem lies. For many of us, we 
don’t feel the love of God. Sometimes this provokes 
guilt in ourselves. We think that we should feel God’s 
love, and when we don’t, we falsely conclude that we’re 
not doing something right. 
 
It may come as a shock to discover that even such a 
person as Mother Teresa suffered from a lack of 
religious feeling. Here is some of what she said: “I have 
nothing…since I have not got Him…whom my heart 
and soul longs to possess. Aloneness is so great…from 
within and from without I find no one to turn to…” But 
in spite of this terrible affliction, she still was 
determined to continue her work of reaching out to the 
poorest of the poor. If we find ourselves in a similar 
space, wondering what to do in order to bring some 
feeling into our faith, perhaps we need to face this hard 
truth: God often calls us to a love that is without 
immediate consolation. When we are called to walk in 
the valley of darkness, God will give us the strength to 
carry on in spite of the lack of comfortable and 
consoling feelings.

PEOPLE ENGAGEMENT PROCESS:   
THE 7 I’S OF CATHOLIC DEVELOPMENT 
 
According to The Institute of School and Parish 
Development, the organization that has led us in this 
People Engagement Process, educating people on the 
meaning of the word development has been a major 
challenge.   
 
The meaningful involvement of people in our mission 

and vision for the future is how we should be defining 
this word.  By this very definition, we realize that 
development will take time – usually 1-3 years before 
we begin to see substantial results.  ISPD has 
formulated an approach to making this happen, and the 
members of the Core Team have helped to follow 
through on this approach.  We call it the 7 I’s of the 
Development Process. 
 
The first I is Identify.  We identify the people and 
processes that become key to developing  
the parish.  We also re-visit our mission and our vision 
for the future.  We identify the programs and activities 
that are working well in the parish, and what is not 
working well.  We do this by conducting surveys, and 
input sessions, and establishing a Core Team to 
implement the plan.

LITURGY CORNER 

 
Charism.  Simply put, a charism is a special gift.  
Articles 799 and 800 of the Catechism of the Catholic 

Church, in part, have this to say: "[C]harisms are graces 
of the Holy Spirit which . . . benefit the Church, ordered 
as they are to her building up . . . They are a 
wonderfully rich grace for the apostolic vitality and for 
the holiness of the entire Body of Christ . . ."  
 
From its early days back in the mid-to late 1980's, the 
Catholic Community of St. Francis Xavier has kept 
front and center those special gifts that today have made 
us a Christ-filled community – a people of God!  The 
founding parishioners have long realized the importance 
of maintaining and cherishing our charisms for our own 
benefit and for that of the generations to come.       
 
Since living out these charisms makes our community 
what it is, from time to time reflecting upon just what 
they are and what they mean can be a salutary exercise.  
We owe it to ourselves and to those who have striven to 
practice them so faithfully over the years.
